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This Bulletin presents a comparative review of international and national control
measures for managing Campylobacter and Salmonella in chicken meat, based on a
secondary research study conducted by BAFS.

The study examines Codex guidelines alongside measures in the USA, EU, and the
Philippines to identify gaps and opportunities for strengthening national food
safety measures. The information gathered will support the development and
harmonization of Philippine National Standards (PNS) with internationally
recognized food control systems to enhance consumer protection and facilitate
market competitiveness.

As this study is based on literature review and existing regulations, the findings
should be interpreted as indicative and intended to guide future policy and
standard development efforts.
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
